Country 
Poland is a country in Central Europe bordered by Belarus, Czech Republic, Germany, Lithuania, Russia, Slovakia, and Ukraine. The geography of Poland is flat with mountains along the southern border. The government system is a republic; the chief of state is the president, and the head of government is the prime minister. Poland has a mixed economic system which includes a variety of private freedom, combined with centralized economic planning and government regulation. Local government in Poland is organized into three levels. The largest regional level unit is the "Voivodship" (Province) - 16. At the next level, there are 314 "Powiaty" (County Districts) and finally these are followed by around 2500 "Gminy" (urban and rural councils). The major Polish cities are Warsaw, Lodz, Krakow, Wroclaw, Poznan, Gdansk, Szczecin, Bydgoszcz, Katowice and Lublin. The main geographical provinces are Pomerania (Pomorze), Masuria (Mazury), Greater Poland (Wielkopolska), Mazovia (Mazowsze), Podlaskie (Podlasie), Silesia (Slask), Lesser Poland (Malopolska) and Sub-Carpathian (Podkarpackie).
Climate
Poland climate can be described as a temperate climate with relatively cold winters and warm summers, which is greatly influenced by oceanic air currents from the west, cold polar air from Scandinavia and Russia, as well as warmer, sub-tropical air from the south. 
In winter, polar-continental fronts often dominate, bringing cold, frosty weather with temperatures far below zero an sometimes heavy snowfall. The late summer and autumn months are often influenced by dry, sub-tropical, continental air mass that bring plenty of warm days. The average air temperatures amount to 6 - 8.5°C for a year, the annual rainfall is 500 - 700 mm, of which snow constitutes only 5 - 20%.
Language
Polish is the official language of Poland and is the most widely spoken West Slavic language. It is used everyday by more than 40 million people in Poland and by up to 8 million Poles living outside the country. Polish was once the "lingua franca" in many parts of Central and Eastern Europe because of the political, cultural, scientific and military influence of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Nearly 97% of Poland's citizens have Polish as their mother tongue. Polish is considered to be one of the more difficult languages to master by non-native speakers. Unlike English, Polish is pronounced phonetically. Once you understand where to break the word and that the second-to-last syllable is always stressed, you could do well to keep the following in mind. Note: If the word looks nothing like it sounds, this can be attributed to some uniquely Polish characters, like [ą] [ę] [ź]or [ż]. The Polish alphabet does have its own surprises. If that is confusing, just look it up in a good dictionary.
Curency
The Polish "Zloty", literally meaning "golden", is today the currency of Poland. The "Zloty" is a traditional Polish currency unit dating back to the Middle Ages. In the early 1990's, when the currency underwent re-denomination, the old "Zloty" (PLZ) became the new "Zloty" (PLN). The monetary unit (PLN) is also symbolised as [Zl]. One Zloty is divided into 100 Groszy [gr.]. The banknotes in current circulation are in 200, 100, 50 and 10 Zloty denominations and coins come in 5, 2 and 1 Zloty, and 50, 20, 10, 5, 2 and 1 Groszy units. Currency can be exchanged in any bank or at an exchange centre called a "Kantor".

Cousine
It is rich in meat, especially pork, chicken and beef (depending on the region), winter vegetables (cabbage in the dish bigos), spices, and herbs. It is also characteristic in its use of various kinds of noodles the most notable of which are kluski as well as cereals (grains) such as kasha (from the Polish word kasza). Polish cuisine is hearty and uses a lot of cream and eggs. The Polish national dishes are bigos, pierogi, kiełbasa, kotlet schabowy, (pork loin breaded cutlet), gołąbki (type of cabbage roll), zrazy, (type of roulade), roast (Polish: pieczeń), sour cucumber soup, (Polish: zupa ogórkowa), mushroom soup, (Polish: zupa grzybowa), tomato soup (Polish: zupa pomidorowa), rosół (variety of meat broth), żurek (sour rye soup), flaki (variety of tripe soup), and barszcz (beet borscht). The main meal might be eaten about 2 p.m. or later. It might be composed of three courses especially among the traditionalists, starting with a soup. The main course usually includes a serving of meat, vegetables, currently replaced by leafy green salads, were not very long ago most commonly served as surówka  – shredded root vegetables with lemon and sugar (carrot, celeriac, seared beetroot) or sauerkraut (Polish: kapusta kiszona). The side dishes are usually boiled potatos, rice or more traditionally kasza (cereals). Meals often conclude with a dessert such as apple pie. Other Polish specialties include chłodnik (a chilled beet or fruit soup for hot days), golonka (pork knuckles cooked), kołduny (meat dumplings), zrazy (stuffed slices of beef), salceson and flaki (tripe).
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Note: If you have food allergies or special diet it’s not easy to find suitable restaurant, specially in traditional ones, always ask about nutrients in your food.  
DOCUMENTS
Necessary document

European Citizens whose country is under the authority of the Schengen Treaty may enter Poland with nothing more than a valid identity card or passport. Citizens from all other countries must show their passport on the border. You must still show a valid ID card or passport when travelling to or from Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Ireland, Romania and the United Kingdom. Though part of the EU, these countries do not belong to the border-free Schengen area. Before travelling, check what documents you must have to travel outside your home country and to enter the no Schengen EUcountry you plan to visit. HEALTH CARE

European and EU-equated citizens

All necessary health care for European and EU-equated citizens is covered by the Poland National Health Service. However, you need to have a European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) http://ec.europa.eu/social/main.jsp?catId=559&langId=en which is issued by your national health authorities. Ask about it the health service in your country prior to your departure. This card ensures that you will have the same access to public sector health care (i.e. access to a doctor, recovery in a hospital or a health care centre) as a citizen of the country you are visiting. In general you should be provided with adequate care.
Non – European citizens 

When Applying for a Residency Permit, non European citizens will be required to provide evidence of health insurance coverage. The health insurance coverage can be obtained: 
· With a private health insurance contract

· With a voluntary registration to the Regional Health Service.

Emergencies
In the case of an emergency, injury, childbirth, sudden disease or health deterioration, patients should either call an ambulance or go directly to a hospital, to the A&E department. In such cases, medical transport is free of charge. In hospital, you must present your European Health Insurance Card or a replacement certificate.
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Remember that the EHIC card is valid for 2 months. In several cases this period can be prolonged to 5 years. 

ACCOMODATION

Tourists travelling to and within Poland are offered various forms of accommodation, from major global hotel chains to small family owned guest houses. Young people tend to prefer hostels or basic accommodation, such as chalets in the mountains, which are budget-friendly, more social and offer the opportunity to meet young travelers from all over the world. In towns popular among tourists it is increasingly common to rent a flat.
Rent varies depending on the location. The cities of Warsaw, Poznań, Łódź, Gdańsk, Kraków, Wrocław are more expensive than the rest of the country and it is getting increasingly difficult to get a cheaper accommodation in these cities. TRANSPORT
NATIONAL TRANSPORT

Taxi

In most cities you can also take a taxi. The range of taxi companies is usually wide, but may vary depending on how big a given city is. You may call a taxi or simply get into a car with special signs. Before you begin your journey, make sure to confirm the fare with the driver. In popular tourist destinations, near airports and railway stations you are likely to pay more for a taxi if you hail it down on the street rather than phone for it. The average fare in Warsaw is 2.5 zlotys (or 0.55 euros) per kilometer, but you must allow for an initial charge of approx. 6 zlotys (1.5 euros).
Railways

In Poland, you can get to many places by train. A coach or minibus will take you to most towns and villages that have no rail connections. However, some localities can only be reached by car. A host of railway companies offer transport services to passengers making their way around Poland. PKP Intercity and Przewozy Regionalne operate long-haul connections, while regional carriers (e.g. Koleje Dolnośląskie or Koleje Mazowieckie) cater to cater to passengers travelling short distances. Depending on your budget, when heading for more distant destinations you can choose among express (Intercity), fast and local lines, both national and international ones. To guarantee that you have a place to sit on the train, make sure to take out a separate seat reservation. Otherwise you risk spending your journey standing in the corridor for several hours. For information about train arrivals and departures, consult announcement boards and information desks at railway stations, or go online. You can find the most comprehensive timetable at www.rozklad-pkp.pl.  Tickets are available from ticket windows at railway stations. Some carriers also offer their tickets online for selected connections. 
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Please note that there is no automatic recognition of tickets by different carriers. So before boarding a train check if your ticket is valid for travel on this route!
Travelling by bus
You can take a bus to reach most smaller towns that have no rail connections. Operated in the past by regional branches of the Motor Transport Company (PKS), today most of these lines have been taken over by private companies. SERVICES 

Banks

Banks are open from 8h to 17h, five working days a week. There are many cash machines (ATMs) throughout the country, from which you can withdraw cash 24 hours a day. ATMs are very common in Poland. Poland has a network of ATMs that are connected to all international networks called bankomat. 
Post Offices

Poczta Polska’s branches post offices are open from Monday to Saturday, from 8.00 to 20.00, on Saturday till 14.00. Some points are open for 24h. For more information: http://www.poczta-polska.pl/ You will find others as well, for example – InPost.
Pharmacies

In general, pharmacies are open Monday to Saturday usually between 9h and 20h. There is a service night pharmacies, some of them are open 24 hours. For further information on pharmacy services in Poland look for your health district.
Poland Phone/SIM Card

You can buy a pre-paid mobile phone card in the Polish network of one of several mobile phone operators. In order to use them you have to buy a SIM card. You can obtain one in kiosk’s, at newsagents or at petrol stations. The list of area codes to foreign countries (for calls from stationary and mobile phones) is available at https://www.numer-kierunkowy.pl.  There are three main network service providers: Orange, Play, Plus. You can make a free phone call via the Internet (e.g. with Skype, Viber and many others). Cheap calls from stationary telephones are possible with pre-paid cards (such as Telegrosik), which can be purchased in the same places as traditional SIM cards.
